Approve 8/4/2012 Minutes

Workman briefly outlined the highlights of the miegtminutes from the 8/4/2012
committee meeting.

a negative vote.

2013 Budget Review

Workman presented the proposed Public Works lerastfor the 2013 Village Budget.
Kennedy recommended that a stainless steel bogdwdswith the new plow truck.
Some conversation ensued regarding the beach cle@he consensus of the committee
was that the Village should have a beach cleamsveter pricing should be researched
for a self-propelled model. Adreani/Pariser madé@rION to recommend approval of
the proposed Public Works line items as present@@TION carried without a negative
vote.

Duck Pond Standpipe Painting Project Update
Workman stated that LC United had begun work oritbiek Pond Standpipe. The
project was going according to plan and is slateadémpletion in mid/late October.

Tarrant/Shabbona Storm Sewer Project Update
Workman updated the committee on the status of #ieant/Shabbona Project. Bids
were submitted by four firms, with the lowest bagkof $772,290 coming from S&L
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Underground and Trucking, Inc., Merrimac. Reeses&xcavating & Grading, Inc.,
submitted a base bid of $896,451; Dorner, Inc.nsttbd a base bid of $952,020; and
Willkomm Excavating & Grading, Inc., submitted askabid of $930,334. Workman
stated that the base bid is within the project lettdgowever, the village engineer is
recommending approval of adding the installatioa storm manhole mechanical
separator to help slow down storm water, for antemtchl $61,597, which is not in the
budget. Workman stated that although the projedgbtidoes not include the additional
storm water management device, the Village hah@d the funds for the project in the
2012 bonding. The Village Board approved the base bid of $772,290 submitted by
S&L Underground and Trucking, Inc., Merrimac, ahd additional $61,597 for the
purchase and installation of a storm manhole machbseparator. To date, the project
is going according to schedule and the contraasrdompleted the tree removal and
installed approximately 200’ of storm sewer.

Abbey Springs Water Main Update

Workman stated that he was still working with V@dé&Atty. Thorpe on the easements
that will be required to complete the Abbey Sprilgater Main Project. In addition to
the Abbey Springs easement, there will be at leastother property owner to negotiate
with in order to complete the project. This is greperty that extends from HWY B to
the south side of Abbey Springs that the Villagh meed for access. Kennedy
recommended Workman and Adreani meet with the ptppevner to try and work out a
deal. McGreevy stated that he would request adlssssion of the Village Board to
discuss the details of the negotiation.
